Chazal tell us that the water rose toward Rivka as
she approached the well. The Ramban explains that
Chazal know this since from the fact that no
mention is made of Rivka drawing the water, and if
she did not need to draw it, the water must have
risen by itself. The Ramban adds that this miracle
was performed for her only once. Later, when she
watered Eliezer’s camels, the Torah says that she
drew it herself. Why did the miracle only happen
the first time that Rivka was getting water?

R’ Zalman Sorotzkin writes that he once heard the
following explanation. The first time Rivkah went to
draw water, it was for herself, and since she was a
tzadekes, a miracle happened and the water rose to
make it easier for her. The second time she went to
draw water, it was for Eliezer’s camels. Since Rivka
was doing a mitzvah, a miracle did not happen
because the mitzvah is greater when more effort is
put in. Therefore, Hashem made it that the water
did not rise this time so that Rivka would work
harder and get more reward.

When it comes to doing mitzvos, we must not be
upset if it seems difficult. Even if the mitzvah is
hard to do, we must try our hardest and remember
that this will earn us even more s’char (reward).
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
